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Why three kinds for burnt-offerings and one for a sin-offering? 
In allusion to the four elements from which the Holy One, 
blessed be He, created the world, three of them being of a 
superior nature, one higher than the other, and the fourth the 
lowest, the heaviest of them all. They are as follows: The earth 
is the heaviest of all of them, and in allusion to it the he-goat 
was offered. The water is above the earth; the air, from which 
the wind is formed, is above the earth, and the fire is above the 
air, for fire is lighter than all the others, ascending right up to 
the sky«
