The king of the Ammonites replied to Jephthah’s messengers,
“When Israel came from Egypt, they seized the land that is mine,
from the Arnon to the Jabbok as far as the Jordan. Now, then,
restore it peaceably.”
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And Haggai, GOD’s messenger, fulfilling GOD’s mission, spoke
to the people, “I am with you—declares GOD.”
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A pronouncement: The word of GOD to Israel through Malachi.
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(3) An angel of GOD appeared to the woman and said to her, “You

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“Messengers [malakhim]” — these were flesh and blood
messengers. The Rabbis say: Actual angels.
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It states first ascending and afterwards descending! Those angels

who accompanied him in the land of Israel were not permitted to

leave the Land: they ascended to Heaven and angels which were

to minister outside the Land descended to accompany him
(Genesis Rabbah 68:12)
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Jacob went on his way, and messengers of God encountered him.
When he saw them, Jacob said, “This is God’s camp.” So he named
that place Mahanaim.

1:11). What is meant by "LORD of hosts"? Rabbi Judah bar Simon
said: Hannah said before the Holy One, Blessed be He, "Master of
the Universe, there are hosts above and hosts below. The hosts
above neither eat nor drink, nor are fruitful and multiply, nor die,
but live forever. And the hosts below eat and drink, and are fruitful
and multiply, and die. And | do not know from which host | am,
whether from that above or from that below. If | am from the host
above, | will neither eat nor drink, nor give birth, nor die, but live
forever as they live forever. And if | am from the host below, I will
eat and drink, and give birth, and die as they eat and drink and are
fruitful and multiply and die." This is the meaning of "LORD of
hosts."
