PHARAOH'S BATTLE WITH G-D

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Shemot Rabbah (Vilna ed.) Parshat Shemot 1:8

Rabbi Chiya said in the name of Rabbi Siman: Three [people] participated in
that counsel, Bilam, and Iyuv and Yitro. Bilam who offered [Pharoah] advice,
was killed, Iyuv, who remained silent, suffered afflictions, Yitro, who ran way
[refusing to participate] had children who merited to sit in the offices of the
Temple [i.e., were sat as members of the Sanhedrin, the Great Court].
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(2) And G-d spoke to Moshe and He said to him: “I am Hashem”.
(8) Iappeared to Avraham, Yitzchak and to Yaakov [in the name] E-1
Sha-di and My name Hashem and did not make known to them....
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Rashi: Shemot 6:1

And He said to him, “I am Hashem”. [ am] trustworthy to [render a] good
reward to those who walk in My ways.
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Rashi: Shemot 6:3

And My Name “Hashem”, I did not make known to them. It does not say: “I
did not notify them [of My name Hashem] but “I was not known to them by
[that name]”, with that characteristic that [ am trustworthy to keep My word,
for I promised them and I have not [yet] kept My promise.
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Shemot 4:21-24

(21) Hashem said to Moshe: “When you return to Egypt see all the wonder that
I placed in your hand and perform them before Pharoah; and I will harden his
heart and he will not send out the nation.

(22) Say to Pharoah: “ So says Hashem, Israel is my firstborn son.

(23) And I [G-d] say to you: Send out My son that he may serve Me, and if you
refuse to send him out, behold I will Kill your firstborn son.

(24) And they were on the way [Moshe and his family, on the way to Egypt] and
G-d encountered them and sought to kill him [Moshe]
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Bereishit: 32:10-12

(10) And Yaakov said: “The g-d of my father Avraham and the G-d of my father
Yitzchak, Hashem who said to me :’Return to your land and birthplace, and 1
will do good with you”.



(11) I have become diminished by all of Your kindness and the truth You have
bestowed upon your servant, for with [only] my staff did I cross the Jordan, and
now | have become [grown into] two camps.

(12) Save me please from the hand of my brother, from the hand of Eisav for |
fear him, lest he come and him will strike me, mother and sons.
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Rashi: Breishit: 32:11

(11) I am diminished from all the kindnesses: My merits have declined on
account of all the kindnesses and truth that You extended to me, therefore, I am
afraid perhaps since You promised me I became soiled by sin and that will cause
me to be delivered into the hands of Eisav.
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Devarim: 9:13-14

(13) Hashem said to me [Moshe] I Have seen this nation and behold it is stiff
necked.

(14) Let me be and I will destroy them and erase their name from beneath the
heavens and shall make you into a mighty and numerous nation.
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Shemot: 14:1-4

(1) Hashem spoke to Moshe, saying:



(2) Speak to the Children of Israel and should return [retreat towards] and camp
before Pi HaChirot, between Migdal and the Sea before Baal Tzaphon,
opposite the sea should you encamp.

(3) And Pharoah will say [to himself] to [about] the Children of Israel they are
lost in the land, the desert has closed before them [blocked their path].

(4) And I [G-d] will harden his heart [emboldened him] and he will chase after
you and I will be glorified through Pharoah and all his soldiers, and the
Egyptians will know that [ am Hashem; and so they did.
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Yechezkel: 37:1-6

(1) And the hand of G-d was upon me and it drew me out and landed me in the
valley and it was full of the bones.

(2) And he passed me through the around and around and there were many in
the face of the valley and they were very dried.

(3) And He said to me: “son of man will these bones come to life”?, and I said:
“My master Hashem only You know”.

(4) And Hashem said to me: ’Prophesize in regard to these bones and say, dry
bones hear the word of G-d”.

(5) So says the Almighty G-d to these bones: “Behold I will bring the breath of
life into you, and you shall live”.
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Bamidbar: 25:1

(1) And Israel dwelt in Shitim and they began to commit harlotry with the daughters of
Moav.
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Rashi: Bamidbar 25
