Rav and Shmuel: One says it was truly a new ruler, and the other says
his decrees and policies were new, and he feigned no knowledge of
Yosef.
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Shemot 1:10

And he [Pharoah] said to his nation... let us be wise in respect to it (the
nation of Israel) lest it increase, and it will be if war happens, and it will
join with our enemies and wage war against us and it will go up from
the land.
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Rashi 1:10 Let us be wise

It is like a person who curses himself and he pins his curse on another
and it is as if it said and “we will go up” (leave) the land.

But only the lands of the priests did he [Yosef] not purchase [in barter
for food].
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Mishna: Brachos 2:1

....In between the paragraphs, a person may extend a greeting to another
out of respect! and respond to a greeting from another? In the middle of
a paragraph, one may extend a greeting out of fear® [of the other person]
and may respond to another’s greeting [also out of fear], this is the
opinion of Rabbi Meir. Rabbi Yehudah says in the middle of a
paragraph, one may extend a greeting to someone out of fear, and may
respond [to another greeting him] out of respect; in between paragraphs,
one may extend a greeting to another out of respect, and can return
greetings to any person [regardless of such person’s status]
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LIf the person is a respected member of the community.

3 If you fear insulting the person who is a powerful person (able to cause you harm) by ignoring him while you are in the midst of
reciting Shema.
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Ramban: Bereishis 45:27

(27) And they related to him all that Yosef said: It seems to me in accord with
the plain meaning of the text that it was never told to Yaakov all his days
that the brothers sold Yosef, but he [Yaakov] thought he got lost in the
tield [searching for his brothers] and those who found him, seized him
and sold him into slavery in Egypt. For the brothers did not want to tell
him their transgression [against Yosef] for they feared for their lives lest
he [Yaakov] would become angry at them and would curse them, and
treat them as he did Reuven, Shimon and Levi [when he blessed them
before his death], and Yosef because of his good character did not want
to tell him...
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Rashi: Bereishis: 50:16

You, father commanded. They altered the facts for the sake of peace, as
Yaakov did not command so, since Yosef was not suspect in his eyes,"
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Bereishis: 49: 5-6

(5) Shimon and Levi are brothers; tools of war are their wares.
(6) Let my soul enter not into their secret counsel, nor my honor be
associated in their congregation, for in anger did they kill a man, and

willingly did they uproot an ox.
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Bereishis: 50:15-17

(16) And Yoset’s brothers saw that their father had died, and they said:
perhaps Yosef harbors hatred against us, and he will now repay us for
all the evil that we did to him.

(17) Thus, they directed [their comments] to Yosef saying to him: “Your
father gave orders before he died, thus saying”:

(18) “So, shall you say to Yosef: Please forgive the spiteful deeds of your
brothers and their sin for they have done you evil”; and “now forgive the
spiteful deeds of the servants of the G-d of your father”. And Yosef cried
as they spoke to him.
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Bereishis: 45:27

And they [the brothers] told him all the words of Yosef that he [Yosef]
related to them...and the spirit of Yaakov their father was revived.

Rashi: Bereishis: 45:27

And the spirit of Yaakov was revived: The Divine Spirit rested upon him; it
had separated from him [during the years of Yosef’s absence as Yaakov
was despondent throughout this time period].
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Pesachim 56a.

For Resh Lakish said; “And Yaakov called to his sons and said gather and I
will reveal to you”, Yaakov wanted to reveal to his sons [what would
happen] in the end of days, and the Divine Presence was removed from
him. He then said: “perhaps, forbid, there emanated from my bed a
disqualified child, like Avraham who begat Yishmael or like my father,
Yitzchak, who bore Eisav”. His sons then said to him: "Hear O’ Israel,
the L-rd our G-d, the L-rd is one. Just as in your heart there is only the
One G-d, so to in our hearts there is only the One G-d”. At that moment
Yaakov said: “Blessed be the name of Your glorious kingdom for ever
and ever”.
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
