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“And the waters returned and covered the chariots and the
horsemen...” (Exodus 14:28) Rabbi Yehudah says: This
included Pharaoh as well, as it is stated: “Pharaoh’s chariots
and his army He cast info the sea” (Exodus 15:4). Rabbi
Nehemiah says: Pharaoh was excluded. Concerning him,
Scripture says: “But indeed for this purpose I have kept you
alive” (Exodus 9:16), indicating that Pharaoh survived in
order that God’s power and name would continue to be
proclaimed.
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“Who reigned in Hazor” — This refers to the period before oshua
defeated them, destroyed them, burned Hazor, and struck its king
with the sword. The Jabin mentioned there was the king of Hazor at
that time. As for those who remained from that family, they went to
Harosheth-ha-Goyim and settled there. The king there was also
called Jabin, just as the first king had been called Jabin.
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
