When Rav Huna died... Rabbi Abba opened his eulogy for him: Our Rabbi was
worthy that the Divine Presence should rest upon him, except for the fact that
Babylonia caused it not to rest. Rav Nahman bar Hisda raised an objection
against this, and some say that it was Rav Hanan bar Hisda: Is it not stated:
“The word of the Lord came [hayo haya] to Ezekiel the priest, son of Buzi, in
the land of the Chaldeans” (Ezekiel 1:3), thereby implying that a prophet can
prophesy outside of Eretz Yisrael? His father tapped him with his sandal on his
foot, thereby hinting to him that he should be quiet. He said to him: Have I not
told you not to trouble everyone with questions in the middle of a eulogy? What
is the meaning of the doubling of the word “came [hayo haya]”? It implies that it
had already come before, i.e., that Ezekiel had already begun to prophesy in Eretz
Yisrael, and his prophecy in Babylonia was merely a continuation of that
prophecy.

R. Moshe said: Regarding Babylonia it is written, “in appearance like a stone of
sapphire” (Ezek. 1:26), and regarding Egypt it is written, “the likeness of a brick
of sapphire” (Exod. 24:10). This teaches that as a stone is harder than a brick, so
too the servitude in Babylonia was harder than the servitude in Egypt.

It is worth reflecting...why regarding all prophets does it say mar’ah with a
kamatz to signify imagination and confusion in prophecy? It appears that He
wanted to liken the prophecy of other prophets to one who looks in a mirror
(mar’ah)...But Moshe Rabbenu, whose prophecy was elevated above everyone
else’s, did not see through imagination but rather a true vision (mar’eh) close to
the intellect...This is what our Sages taught, “All the prophets looked through a
dim glass...”
