Introduction  
 This week, we resume our study of Sefer Shmuel- 
 We begin with an quick overview of our study thus far, as it has been over a month 
since our last class, and will focus once again on Chazal¶s understanding of the Prophetic 
composition of Sefer Shmuel, as the combined work of 3 prophets: Shmuel, Gad, & 
Natan. 
In our study, we have made an attempt to identify the Prophetic author of each distinct 
unit of Sefer Shmuel.  First we will review our conclusions, and then try to explain why 
chapters 21 thru 24 form a µstand alone¶ prophetic unit, and should be attributed to the 
Prophet Gad.
